	School Based Social Work is a partnership between Wagoner Public Schools and The Department of Human Services. Her job is to work with students and their families with a wide variety of issue. 
Q.  What is a School Based Social Worker?

     A. School Based Social Workers are typically hired by the school districts to help enhance the district’s ability to meet its academic mission, especially where home, school and community collaboration is the key to achieving that mission.  

Q. What do School Based Social Workers actually do?

     A. School Based Social Workers provide counseling services, crisis intervention and case management.  They provide home visits and meet with families in order to overcome barriers to learning.  They assess needs and link students and families with needed community resources.  In addition, School Based Social Workers support teachers by offering consultation in behavior management and serve on special education teams.  School Based Social Workers also mediate disagreements between the school and the family and develop and coordinate prevention and intervention activities within the school.  
Q.  How can School Based Social Workers help me?

     A. School Based Social Workers understand laws, regulations and resources in the community which relate to student success in school.  Provide information to student and families on bullying, school safety, personal hygiene and nutrition.  Assist families with social services such as medical insurance, housing and utility service and truancy information.
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
